2. Purpose  
The purpose of the meeting was specifically to test the 10 developed criteria against the identified locations – evaluate them – put forward improved criteria – agree final criteria.    
3. Conflicts of Interest

It was also agreed that should members feel during completion of the criteria that they had further conflicts or felt unable to comment on a particular location then they would leave that item blank. 

4. Criteria
Following extensive debate 10 criteria were agreed and tested against 4 locations.  These criteria were further refined and agreed (the 10 finally used in the evaluation and subsequently agreed and signed off by the Parish Council).  In developing the criteria due cognisance was given to the 20 EDDC Sustainability Objectives.  
It was further agreed 

i. That a Green, Amber, Red point system would be used to evaluate locations – Green (2pts) fully compliant with criteria, Amber (1pt) some minor failure with the criteria, Red (0pt) major failure of the criteria. 

ii. RL would update and improve the criteria definitions (Done)

iii. Each WP member would evaluate the locations against the criteria and return their results to RL for collation.  The total points for each location would be divided by the number of voters for that location thus giving an average score out of 20.   
5. Next Meeting
It was agreed that the meeting on 2nd October would be brought forward by half an hour to start at 18.30 so the results of the analysis could be presented to all members.
