	PUBLIC SESSION
Mr Tyrrell and others continued the discussion regarding the Neighbourhood Plan from the last Public Session.

Mr Tyrrell complained that there was a proposal to provide a bridle path across his land in frogs Meadow and he had not been consulted about this.  He and others thought that it was wrong that private land should be discussed without consultation.

Cllr Longhurst assured Mr Tyrrell several times, that neither he nor his land was mentioned in the Neighbourhood Plan that was out for public consultation.

Mr Tyrrell made reference to notes of a Focus Group meeting where a bridle path along the Wotton Brook was put forward.  Miss Tyrrell enquired about the formation and membership of the Focus Group.

Cllr Longhurst explained   that the Focus Groups had arisen from the two public exhibitions that had been held when volunteers had come forward.  There was usually at least one member of the Working Group on each focus Group to give advice and direction.  The Focus Groups were not dominated by Parish Councillors and were set up to look at looked at different topics.  Ideas had come forward at the public exhibitions and by suggestions from the public and those involved.  These had been discussed by the Focus Groups and the Working Party.   Some had been included in the draft Neighbourhood Plan and some had not.
The draft Neighbourhood Plan had been approved for a six week period of public consultation which had now started.  During this time there would be public exhibitions and a Council meeting to explain the detail of The Plan. All comments received in writing would be assessed by the Working Party and then a final document would be presented to the Parish Council for adoption.

The Plan could be seen on the website, and copies would be available at the post office and would be sent to all groups in the Parish, Landowners, where these are known and other statutory bodies.  

The Clerk asked that anyone who wanted to receive a copy of The Plan or make a comment should contact him.

	Planning Applications

13/1135/CPE Certificate of Lawfulness re use as a dwelling at Loxhill, Courtlands Lane.

Cllr Bailey left the meeting whilst this application was discussed.

The Council offered no evidence to oppose the application.

13/1142/FUL Construction of two-storey side extension at Spinnaker, Courtlands Lane. NO OBJECTION.

13/1177/FUL As per 11/2693/FUL  (Revisions to planning permission 11/2693/FUL including replacement of stone with render to annex, addition of roof lights to eastern elevation and repositioning of garden pavilion) Highcliffe & Greystones, Sowden Lane. No objection but the Parish Council would welcome the Tree Officer’s comments on the loss of trees on the site. 

13/1234/FUL Demolition of garage and rear veranda and construction of home office and rear extension. Timber cladding to existing side extension and construction of decking. 2 Park View, Wotton Lane. RESOLVED: that a site visit be held with power to determine the Parish Council’s response.

13/1102/FUL Demolition of rear lean-to extension and construction of single storey rear extension.  New timber sash window to front elevation and replacement of first floor windows to rear with bi-fold doors at Redcote, Underhill.  OBJECT, lack of privacy, bi-fold doors do not conform to the Lympstone Village Design Statement

Cllr Atkins took no part in the discussion for these items.

	Planning Decisions
13/0709/FUL Change of use from agricultural land to garden and retention of vehicular access and driveway Sowden House, Longbrook Lane. APPROVED for use as a garden only.

	Other Planning matters
Cllr Longhurst reported that he had asked the Planning Dept. to check that Green Cottage was being built in accordance with the approved plans and they had found that this was the case.


	54
	Neighbourhood Plan.

The funding application had been submitted and funds were awaited.  Expert advice was also available and so an officer would be checking the legality of the processes that had been followed so that any deficiencies could be overcome before The Plan was submitted.
The Consultation process had started today.  Copies of The Plan had been sent to statutory consultees by email.

A letter had been received from Blue Cedar Homes regarding land at Underhill Crescent and they had offered to talk to the Parish Council about possible development.    They would be consulted as a potential landowner but this was not one of the preferred sites for housing.

Cllr Longhurst had contacted the new commandant of CTC-RM as they were holding a public meeting at the end of July.

The draft Neighbourhood Plan had been printed and was circulated to Members.

	Vacancies on the Parish Council
The Council was able to fill two of the three vacancies by co-option.    DALC and SLCC advised that any decision to co-opt must be by a majority vote of those present and voting at a Council meeting.  DALC also suggest that the Parish Council could ask EDDC to do a community governance review and reduce the number of places if it is felt that the number is too large or the Parish Council could hold an open evening with refreshments and make it a “What does a c
Councillor do” session.  This might attract interest and could generate some new members.  

Four expressions of interest had been received from:

Mark Bradshaw, Jenny McNulty (formerly Jenny Clark), Kathy Rogers and Lee Staples.  
Mrs Rogers was at the meeting.  The others had given their apologies but would be able to attend the next meeting.

It was proposed Cllr Atkins, seconded Cllr Carter and RESOLVED that the vacancies be filled at this meeting.

The Chairman invited Mrs Rogers to speak about her interest in joining the Parish Council.

It was proposed Cllr Atkins, seconded Cllr Mrs Beatty and RESOLVED that a secret ballot be held.

The Clerk explained the process that each vacancy would be filled separately by each member writing the name on a slip of paper.

On the first and second ballot, each candidate received two votes.

It was proposed by the Chairman and RESOLVED: that both vacancies be filled by one ballot.

On this occasion, Mrs McNulty and Mrs Rogers were co-opted.

Mrs Rogers signed a declaration of acceptance of Office before the Clerk and was given copies of the Code of Conduct, Register of Interests, Standing Orders and Financial Regulations.

Cllr Atkins reminded the meeting that Register of Interests needed to be displayed on the website.

	Licensing application, Kings Garden and Leisure - Higher Hulham Road

Kings Garden centre had applied for an alcohol licence for the supply of alcohol for consumption ON and OFF the premises Monday to Sunday, 9:00am-8:00pm.
The Parish Council was able to object to an application.  The objection must relate to one or more of the four licensing objectives being: Prevention of Crime and Disorder, Public Safety, Prevention of Public Nuisance, Protection of Children from Harm

If the Parish Council wished to make a representation then they must nominate a person to present the objection on their behalf and who would be available to speak on behalf of the Parish Council.
RESOLVED: that no representation be made against this application.

Cllr Atkins asked that it be recorded that he did not take part in the discussion.

	Business Items
Amenities – The Clerk and Cllr Acca would be purchasing bedding plants on Wednesday.  The Volunteer had declined to paint benches this year but would still be painting the cemetery gates.  Cllr Mrs Scott had found a volunteer to look after The Green.
The Clerk reported that there did not appear to be a national body for this type of work but he would contact EDDC for technical advice
RESOLVED: that the matter be reported to the contractor and he be informed that the Parish Council will look to him to carry out a repair.

Cemetery – Cllr Bailey reported that the grass cutting had improved.  The signs had been taken off the gates and this was probably in readiness for painting.


	
	Environment – The EA were planning works to the walls to the brook by the car park and suggested that they would need to provide a temporary bridge for pedestrians.  However, Cllr Eastley has felt that if the works did not take too long then there was no need for a bridge and this would reduce the cost of this scheme.  This was supported

Travel and Transport – A meeting was to be held on 21st June 2013 with the architect for Lynchfield to hear about proposals to offer land for parking as part of a development.

The Chairman agreed to contact Cllr Hughes regarding re-surfacing of Longmeadow Road.

The Clerk was asked to report on Village entrance signs to the next meeting.

Twinning – Cllr Mrs Scott reported that 9 people had taken part in a recent twinning visit.

Youth Club – The Clerk reported that three quotes had been received for works to replace doors to the main hall and Project room to bring them up to full fire regulation standard.

Cllr Acca withdrew from the meeting whilst this item was discussed.

RESOLVED: that the lowest quote, in the sum of £1,558, submitted by Cllr Acca for this work be accepted and the work be put in hand in liaison with Eddie Mingo.

	Matters raised by Councillors.

Cllr Carter reported that he had received offers of more volunteers to distribute the Lympstone Herald as a result of an article in a previous edition.

Cllr Bailey asked about the work of the Parish Lengthsman.  He was told that the Parish Council was no longer consulted on this work.

Cllr Longhurst reported that there had been a major accident on Burgmanns Hill and asked for this to be included on the next agenda.  He reminded the Council that he lived on Burgmanns Hill.
Cllr Bailey asked for pressure to be brought on DCC to discuss TRO’s for the Village.

The Chairman reported receipt of a letter from Jane Forbes asking permission to scatter ashes on the Football Field (Cliff Field)  It was AGREED that whilst there was no objection to this, the request should be referred to the National Trust

Cllr Eastley had attended a consultation forum regarding the NHS.  He asked for more Parish Councillors to attend the next Forum as this would provide more information about care at home.

Cllr Longhurst reported that EDDC were now consulting on their Community Infrastructure proposals.

The Clerk would report on this to the next meeting.

Cllr Bailey reported that there was to be a leaving party for Mr Priest on 21st June 2013.  It was AGREED that the Chairman should attend.
