	Draft Neighbourhood Plan

The Clerk emphasised that The Plan was currently going through the consultation phase and so no decisions would be made at this meeting.

After the consultation period had ended, the Working party would analyse all comments and would report to the Council on proposals for the Neighbourhood Plan.  The Council would then be able to review the final document before it is sent to EDDC to continue the process.

Cllr Mrs Clark, who is also a member of the Neighbourhood Plan Working Party. Led the Council through the Neighbourhood Plan, page by page.

During the discussion the following comments were made regarding style and content that would be considered by the Working Party as consultation responses:
The need to check that the appropriate person at the PCC had received consultation documents.

The need for an accurate map of the Parish boundary.

More detail about the recent history surrounding possible development at Goodmore’s Farm, part of which is in Lympstone and development of which would merge development in Exmouth and Lympstone.

Find a new name for the sites at Glebelands

Clarify the details in the table showing potential housing sites.

Review the wording about the types of recent housing development on P14

P15 – delete the word ‘inland’

P19 review description of bus routes

P21 Note that it is Parish Council policy to use its best endeavours to get the cycle way routed along the railway with a link to and from the Underhill car park.

P21 review use of the words ‘path’, footpath’, ‘pavement’ and ‘footway’

P24 remove the work ‘estate’ in relation to Glebelands.
P26 Cllr Bailey was asked to give a statement about the Ring and ride service.  It was also pointed out that on Fridays, there was a free bus to Broadclyst.  Cllr Bailey was asked to give a statement about needing to provide for an extension to the Parish cemetery.

P32 include a reference to Lympstone Common.

The maps in the plan and the Appendices were of poor quality.  It may be better to leave a map or picture out if the quality is not good enough.

All the way through, policy wording to be reviewed to make sure that the Parish Council has the power to do something otherwise it can only lobby others.

All the way through, including appendices, review the use of colour, type font and size.

Photos to have a descriptive line added. 

Review any guidelines on reproducing photos of children.
