13/2655/FUL - Dormer window to front elevation and side glazing to first floor. Keslakes Quay Lane.  Members were aware that this property needed improving to bring it up to modern standards.  Members thought that the Village Design Statement should apply to the works, in particular the roofing material and design of the dormers. – SUPPORT subject to all aspects of the design meeting the criteria of the Village Design Statement.
Cllr Carter reminded the meeting that he used to own a property in this area.

	Other Planning Matters 

An application to develop land to the south of Meadowgate had been submitted with a closing date for comments of 1st January 2014.  Cllr Longhurst would ask for an extension to allow this to be considered at the next meeting.
The EDDC Local Plan Enquiry would be held commencing on 11th February 2014 and would last approximately three weeks.  It was felt that the Inspector would concentrate on housing numbers for the Towns.  

The Development Management Committee would be looking at the Village boundary exercise on 17th December 2013.

	Neighbourhood Plan update
EDDC Legal department was scrutinising the Neighbourhood Plan to make sure there were no legal obstacles to its adoption.
Cllr Longhurst reminded the Council that he had been champion for the Neighbourhood Plan since Cllr Garratt left and now wished to step back from this role.  Cllr Mrs Clark had offered to take this over.

RESOLVED: 1 that the thanks of the Council be extended to Cllr Longhurst for the considerable effort that he has put in and the success that he achieved in getting a Neighbourhood Plan approved by the Parish Council.

2 that Cllr Mrs Clark be asked to take over the lead on Neighbourhood Plan matters temporarily.

	Business items
Amenities – Andy Love had put some more planings on the car park extension.  Cllr Acca would be meeting South West Highways next week to discuss surfacing the footpath to Candy’s Field and the state of the Village Hall car park.

Grass seed had been sown on the new entrance to Cliff Field and the mound of soil had been taken away.

Chris Masterson had written some time ago regarding timing of painting of benches in the Parish.  Cllr Acca explained that Chris had started to do this work during school holidays but asked to stop as there would be too many people in the Village at that time.  The Council supported this view and the Clerk was asked to write to Mr Masterson to explain this.

Communications – Cllr Estcourt had formed a small group to consider this.  Mark Reynolds was willing to take over Editorship for the website.  The Group would meet again in the New year to have a detailed look at the website.  Dates of meetings would be circulated to members.  RESOLVED: that Mark Reynolds be appointed Editor of the village website.
Environment – Cllr Eastley asked for contact details for Mr Webster.

Youth Club – Numbers continued to rise so the age groups had been changed to keep the sessions balanced.  Year 6 children now went to the senior sessions to ease the problem and to help introduce them to the move to secondary school.  The Pinball Machine had arrived and was a great success.
