Planning applications
13/2485/OUT Outline application for the construction of 2 no detached dwellings and garages etc, Land to the South of Hollywell Nurseries, Courtlands Lane.  EDDC has pointed out that this site is within the Green Wedge but outside the area of Great Landscape Value.  They say this is a difficult application to assess when although there are clear policy objections to this development there is also a strong argument that the redevelopment of a genuine brownfield site would be likely to enhance the character and appearance of an area that already contains a number of detached houses.  Unless we can be convinced otherwise, the western planning team is likely to follow the policy line of recommending refusal based upon the countryside protection and Green Wedge policies of the Local Plan.

EDDC also ask for local information to support the contention that the houses would "meet local needs in the context of an under provision in the area"

The Council is requested to reconsider this application in the light of this information.

13/2747/FUL Construction of 4 no dwellings including new access road, 2 no garages and 6 no parking spaces.  Land to South-east of Nos. 15 & 16 Jackson Meadow, Lympstone

Cllrs, Acca, Bailey, Longhurst. Mrs Rogers and Mrs Scott held a site visit to view the proposed small development (JM3).  At the last meeting concerns were expressed at the proximity of existing houses to the proposed access.  At 5.5m the access width is more than adequate but does pass extremely close to nos 15 and 14 - that said this is an access to 4 dwellings, is not a through route and vehicles will inevitably be passing very slowly.  This is already an unreserved access to the land. This would seem to be the only barrier to the ability to develop.  

The members of the group agreed that:

Lympstone Parish Council should declare its interests in the Parish Cemetery and Candy's Field - adjoining properties. 

Lympstone Parish Council supports the development along with the following conditions:- 

1.  The kerb to the west side of the access road should be raised and a barrier erected between the road and nos 14 and 15 so that it would not be possible to step out directly into the access road. This could be done by reducing the road to 4.5m.  Furthermore the access road could be moved 1m further East.

2.  A sound proof fence should be erected along the western boundary of the proposed development to reduce the noise pollution from Candy's Field and the youth club.

3.  The South facing, first floor windows to plots 3 and 4 should be moved to the East and West facing walls so that they do not overlook the burial ground.  This change is to protect the immediate privacy of the burial ground.

4.  A fence between plots 3,4 and the burial ground should be placed to the North of the existing hedge (owned by the Parish Council) and be the responsibility of the owners of plots 3 & 4

5.  The existing hedge between the development and Candy's field is the responsibility of the developer and this responsibility must be passed on to the owners of plots 1, 2 and 3 or suitable arrangements made with the Parish Council to take over responsibility.
