9 Lympstone Post Office

Notification has been received of the proposal to move the post office to The village Shop at 2 the Strand, Lympstone.  There is a consultation period until 16th August 2013.  Details are attached.
10 Office Photocopier

The Office Photocopier is now 9 years old.  It does not have drivers for Windows 7 which is the operating system for the laptop and the Clerk’s own PC.  This means that all documents have to be printed on the Clerk’s inkjet printer and then copied on the copier.  This is cumbersome and unreliable.
The machine is a Konica Minolta 20m ppm printer/scanner and was purchased from Concorde Copiers at Exeter Airport Business park at a cost of £589 + VAT.  This machine has been completely reliable and has not required any attention in 9 years.  Toner supplies are readily available from Concorde.

Concorde have offered a new machine that will copy or scan at 35ppm, it has a document feeder and a duplex system for double sided copying, at a cost of £575 + VAT
