	PUBLIC SESSION

Mr Tyrrell pointed out that the notes of the meeting at Kings Garden Centre regarding the Neighbourhood Plan were incomplete as Cllr Ingham had reported that development at Goodmore’s farm had not been passed for development but any development would count as being part of Exmouth and Exmouth Town Council would change its boundary to include this area.

Mr Stewart, with Mr Beer, had attended the flooding forum at EDDC.  He felt that there was a lot of talk but little prospect of any action.

He reported that the bridges over the Wotton brook at Church path, orchard Dene and Frogs meadow all needed raising and the grille at the Post office needed re-engineering so that it could be raised for clearing and in times of extremely heavy flow. The Clerk agreed to follow this up.

Mrs Carter asked how responses to the Neighbourhood Plan would be made public.

Cllr Longhurst reported that there had been 164 responses.  All had been digitised but some were of poor quality.  There was to be a meeting of the Working Party on 12th August to consider how these would be dealt with.

	Planning Applications 

13/1500/LBC Internal and external alterations and conversion of former Pound House to create 1 unit of holiday accommodation. Lower Coombe Farm, Tedstone Lane – SUPPORT.

13/1524/FUL Construction of dormer windows to front and rear to facilitate loft conversion. 1 Highcliffe Close - SUPPORT

13/1142/FUL Construction of two storey side extension. Spinnaker, Courtlands Lane. DEFER for a site visit.

13/1479/RES Variation of condition to 2 to planning consent 12/1018/FUL to increase the eaves height of the kitchen at Green Cottage, The Strand. The Council noted that this work had already been carried out.  Mr Tyrrell suggested that increasing the eaves height would restrict the view of Peters’ Tower – DEFER for a site visit.

	Planning Decisions
12/2625 Construction of 13 dwellings and new access road on land to the south of Jackson Meadow had been approved by the EDDC DM Committee on 16th July 2013.  The Developer claimed that this development was not viable under normal planning terms and so there was no s106 Agreement and no affordable housing.  There was a profit sharing agreement with EDDC if the development showed a profit.
13/1177/FUL As per 11/2693/FUL  (Revisions to planning permission 11/2693/FUL including replacement of stone with render to annex, addition of roof lights to eastern elevation and repositioning of garden pavilion) Highcliffe & Greystones, Sowden Lane.– APPROVED

13/1102/FUL Demolition of rear lean-to extension and construction of single storey rear extension.  New timber sash window to front elevation and replacement of first floor windows to rear with bi-fold doors at Redcote, Underhill.  – APPROVED subject to a wrought iron bar being fixed in place to prevent access though the bi-fold doors to the roof area.

Cllr Longhurst had written to the Enforcement Officer regarding the siting of two caravans at Amberwood, Exmouth Road.

Cllr Atkins declared a personal interest in this matter.

	Proposals for Lynchfield, Longbrook Lane.  

Cllr Bailey reported on a meeting of a Travel and Transport Working Party on Friday 21st June, 2013 at The Lynch, Longbrook Lane, Lympstone.  Present were Owners Mr & Mrs R Estcourt and their architect Mr M O’Connor of Squirrel Design Consultants, Chagford, Cllrs Bailey (Chair) Eastley and Acca.
 

Mr & Mrs Estcourt’s proposal is to build a house in place of the existing shed sited above the Mill Leat and to provide a parking shelter, with solar panels on the roof, for 20 cars. Plans were available at the meeting.
The suggested car park area was in the flood plain.  This would be run as a privately run car park although full working details had not yet been drawn up.  The field was owned by Mr & Mrs Estcourt and the Lynch Field was also part owned by two others with a shared access.
The Parish Council was asked to give an indication of its general response to such a proposal, without prejudice to any comments that it might make in response to any planning application. 

Cllr Atkins suggested that Mr & Mrs Estcourt might contact Mr Townsend of DCC Highways for informal highways advice.

RESOLVED: 1 that support in principle be given for this project to provide a dwelling and much-needed car parking at the top end of the Village.

2 that EDDC be informed of this support.

	EDDC Planning Training

	Neighbourhood Plan update

Upper Hulham Road

Notes of a meeting with residents of the upper Hulham Road area, at King’s Garden Centre, were circulated.  Residents were expressing objection to the inclusion of land in Lympstone at Goodmore’s Farm for housing purposes.  This represented coalescence with Exmouth whereas separate policies in the Local Plan and Neighbourhood Plan were designed to avoid this.

Cllr Bailey reminded the Parish Council that he had supported this view for a long time but the Parish Council had been told that there was no scope to object to inclusion of this site in the LDF.

Cllr Atkins mentioned that this was related to the funding for Dinan Way. Originally this was to be funded by DCC but now there were no funds for this and so it had to be funded by developer’s contributions.

The Clerk confirmed that this area had been designated in the LDF and subsequently, the draft local plan.  The Neighbourhood plan had to follow policies of the draft local plan and so this had been accepted by the Parish Council.  The draft local plan had been approved by EDDC and now preparations were being made for Public Inspection.

Cllr Ingham reported that he had submitted his own objections to the local plan and would be able to speak to the Inspector.  He also confirmed that Lympstone District Councillors had not been formally consulted regarding the inclusion of the Lympstone part of Goodmore’s Farm and he regarded this as maladministration.  He also confirmed to Mr Tyrrell that the area had not received any planning permission it had only been included in the draft local plan.

There was also discussion regarding changes to the Parish boundary in the area of the junctions of Summer Lane, Hulham Road and Dinan Way.

b) The Nurseries site 

The report of the Clerk was submitted regarding proposals for appointing a consultant to prepare a planning brief for the Nurseries site.  This was included in the draft neighbourhood Plan and funding for a planning Brief had been received.

Arrangements had been made for Claire Fear of ‘Architectural Thread’ to meet with Mr & Mrs Russell to discuss the possibility of a commission for this work and the likely cost.

RESOLVED: that the steps taken by the Clerk be supported and a further report be submitted after the initial meeting.

Email from George Webster re Football pitches

Dear Chairman  

Having  been formed in 1906, we have a long history of football in our village. Over the last five years, our club has developed significantly. 

We now have three adult teams and five youth  teams (U8's to U11's) and 

with your the kind permission and the National Trust, we are still using the village hall & the cliff field. However, the pitch will not sustain the 60 home matches we have to play this season. 

It is with regret that we are moving our adult  home matches to CTCRM. This will allow us to continue playing our youth  matches at home in the village on Saturday mornings. 

I'm also aware that the sea scouts are looking to improve their toilet facilities on the cliff. This would also help our youth section and of course we would be willing to  make a contribution. 

May I suggest that this would be a good use of 106 funding. 

If we are going to develop as a club and as a village, we need to bring the sporting facilities into the 21st century.

We are in desperate need of a purpose built sports facility for football  and cricket. 

I know that land is of a premium and that we need to protect the green spaces within our boundaries, however,  playing fields are a permanent way of keeping these.

Is it possible for the Parish Council to purchase land using 106 funding, which could be developed for sport  & recreation, using lottery/sports grants.

Lympstone Common

Thank you for your letter of 14 July 2013 regarding your issues at Lympstone Common 

I have met the owner of Lympstone Common Mr Garratt, Squabmoor Farm Ltd, on 17th June to discuss the illegal fencing and works on Lympstone Common. We have entered into the first part of enforcement action by requesting that Mr Garratt remedy the situation by removing the unconsented fencing paddock and applying to Secretary of State for any change to permissions he is seeking. He now has until the end of August to respond to us and remove non consented and illegal fencing.

If this does not happen we will have to use our enforcement powers to enter into the land and remove the fencing work and issue Mr Garratt a bill for the works. As a Statutory organisation we take this issue very seriously. Also we had transferred a Voluntary Environmental Stewardship management agreement from the RSPB to Mr Garratt and have been quite shocked on how he has disregarded our agreement from the outset.

We are currently in communication with Mr Garratt on how we can resolve these issues and put matters right on Lympstone Common. I can assure the Council that Clinton Devon Estates have had no part in this action and are equally frustrated with Mr Garratt as his actions have undermined the legal fencing that has been agreed with Secretary of State in the area. I have also written a letter to the Exmouth journal stating Natural England’s position in this matter.

I trust this informs you of the situation and the action we are taking to remedy matters.
