During the year, the Parish Council received funding of £12,202.00 from the MoD Community Covenant to provide a new safety surface for the Toddler Play Area and painting the play equipment The painting work was not completed during the year and so the cost will fall in 2012/13 (£500)

Business rates are to be levied on part of the Youth Club building.  Liability will go back to 2010.  The cost is awaited and £500 has been included in the budget in anticipation.
