	Lympstone Pre-School

Several Councillors including Cllr Acca and Mrs Rogers had attended a meeting of the trustees of the Village Hall to discuss the request by the Pre-school for a lease of land within the Village Hall complex.  Emma gave a synopsis of the discussion at the VHMC Special meeting to discuss the request by the pre- School for a lease of land within the Village Hall site for a new building that would secure the future of the Pre-school and give opportunities for improvements.
It was known that Lympstone FC were no longer using the changing rooms and so it was thought that they might vacate and the building could be converted for the pre-school or other uses.

In conclusion, the VHMC agreed in principle to a lease of land for the pre-School subject to agreement on the details of the lease.  They had declines the use of the changing rooms as these could be used as part of the Village hall complex.

The Clerk reminded the Council that it had already agreed, as Custodial Trustee, that it would approve any request for a lease.  This was confirmed to Emma.

The Chairman thanked Emma for attending the meeting and wished Pre-school well for this venture.

The Council discussed the proposed road wardens’ scheme by DCC.  The aim was to find volunteers, who would be trained by DCC and supervised by the Parish Council, to carry out minor road maintenance tasks such as sign cleaning, weed clearance, pothole filling minor surface defect repairs and hedge cutting.

Cllr Bailey had attended the Highways Conference where this was first announced.  He asked what money this would save but did not receive a clear answer.

Cllr Carter suggested that the Council could consider commissioning a consultant to prepare plans for the off-road route for the Exe Estuary Trail but Cllr Longhurst informed the meeting that this had already been done.  The Clerk was asked to follow this up.

Cllr Acca, supported by Cllr Mrs Beatty proposed a tarmac surface to the new car park, once the new lights had been installed.

Cllr Longhurst suggested cleaning all gullies and jetting or rodding of pipes. 

Cllr Acca also pointed out that a contract would be needed for painting seats next year.
