Sewerage and drainage at Longmeadow Road and Strawberry Hill

In addition, Cllr Corcos added that he was not content with South West Waters (SWW) response regarding sewerage and drainage at the Longmeadow Road development and was attending a variation meeting tomorrow (5/6/18) to push for surface water to go into the Brook and not main sewer.  He added that KD Homes would have been happy to have previously discussed this with Lympstone Flood Resilience Group (LFRG).

At the Strawberry Hill development KD Homes were awaiting a report on alternative means of surface water drainage and would then need to apply for any new drainage strategy. 

Cllr Corcos also explained that LFRG were making good progress with the hydraulic modelling study and the study of the upper catchment of the Brook for which funds had been secured They were getting up to date with the flood history record.  Cllr Corcos thanked all the councillors for their support. Cllr Dimond will be the Parish Council link for LFRG whilst he is absent.

Update on Flood Risk Management in Lympstone 
By: Lympstone Flood Resilience Group, 23rd June 2018

(1)  Summary of progress last month (June 2018)

Project management and reporting

· Regular meeting of the LFRG and updating of the project plan.

· Discussion and confirmation of roles and responsibilities during Phil Corcos’ absence.

· Preparation and distribution of the first project progress report for the Project Steering Group (see attached).
Hydraulic modelling
· Start-up meeting with the Environment Agency (EA) and JBA consultants held on 19 June – to discuss the study scope, methodology and work programme. We specifically discussed what we wish to gain from the study (i.e., key desired outputs), the potential difficulties and limitations (i.e., limited data such as rain gauge data), and the importance of ground-truthing. In the afternoon, we conducted a tour of the catchment, including meetings with the main landowners (Edward Ball & David Hallet). 
· Continued development of our record of flood hotspots and recent history – to help validate the hydraulic model, and for discussions with other agencies. We still need to confirm flooding history in some key areas, and obtain more photographic evidence if available. 
Upper catchment study

· Our consultant, Yog Watkins of Westcountry Rivers Trust, and Richard Smith, EA’s senior soil management specialist, both attended the hydraulic modelling start-up meeting and made important contributions re. ground-truthing of the model – Yog also met the landowners and has arranged follow-up discussions. He will complete an initial review of land management practices in the upper catchment, and then conduct observations during significant and prolonged rainfall events (in the Summer and Autumn, depending on the weather of course!). 
Drainage & development issues

· A meeting with all project partners (EA, DCC, EDDC and SWW) has been arranged for September 2018 – The aim of this meeting is to have a strategic discussion of the planning and development system related to drainage (learning from recent experience in Lympstone and identifying opportunities for improvement). The meeting will be led by LFRG, and participants will include Tom Dauben (EA Partnership & Strategic Overview Flood Risk Manager), Ed Freeman, EDDC Head of Planning, Martin Hutchings, DCC Flood Risk Manager and/or planning colleague, and Richard Behan and/or Robert Waddle and Alison Tregale of SWW. 
· Communication with Robert Waddle, SWW Resolution Manager – to discuss SWW’s actions (as agreed in relation to Longmeadow Road), plans for the Strawberry Hill development, ongoing communications, and SWW’s involvement in the planned September meeting (see above). They have completed an initial survey of connectivity and inflow into the network (they apparently found some infiltration), installed a flow monitor, and are investigating potential property protection. Robert agreed to send us the survey report when available, regular progress reports, and an update on the drainage strategy for Strawberry Hill. He reiterated SWW’s commitment to work with Lympstone Flood Resilience Group.
· Communication with David Matthews, KD Homes - to discuss the drainage plans for the Strawberry Hill development. He stated that SWW is investigating alternative options and he was therefore not yet certain of the final strategy.

· Meeting with DCC Highways on 11 June – to discuss drainage and flooding on Chapel Road.

· Communication with Martin Hutchings, DCC Flood Risk Manager – to discuss potential funding for a drainage survey of critical flood hotspot areas in the village (using a company called On Spot Services). We are now developing a proposal. 
Review of existing flood defences
· Development of a draft register of all flood defence assets in Lympstone, including confirmation of ownership – to be discussed with each of the relevant agencies and used to clarify inspection and maintenance procedures. 
· Ongoing review of key flood defences with the EA.
Developing the role of flood wardens
· Follow-up communication with flood wardens following our meeting on 22 May. 
· Discussion with the EA on flood monitoring equipment (e.g., gauge boards) and the role of flood wardens – The EA has offered additional training. 
(2)  Action planned for next month (July 2018)
· Monitor progress of hydraulic modelling study and upper catchment study.

· Keep in touch with Robert Waddle, SWW. 

· Meet with EA Flood Resilience Officer, Jane Fletcher-Peters, to conduct annual review of flood events and operations in Lympstone.

· Confirm plans for flood monitoring equipment and additional flood warden training.

· Finalise proposal for funding of a drainage survey of critical flood hotspots, and submit to DCC.

Youth Club

On Wednesday 13th June Cllr Montgomery carried out the attached fire assessment on the youth club, together with Sue Briggs, the YC Leader.


This raised the following concerns;

1. Although there are six smoke alarms, there is no audible fire alarm. I would suggest that two 'break glass' alarms be installed. One in the main hall and one outside the kitchen, with an     override test switch for fire drills.

2.In the seniors room (previously a store room), there is no illuminated 'Fire Exit' sign, and the fire door is currently blocked by a large sofa.

3.No 'green man running' exit signs, which should be placed be placed above every door.

4.The fire extinguisher in the kitchen requires wall mounting. It's currently on a work surface in the corner of the kitchen.

5.There are currently materials stored in the roof space that need to be investigated and removed if possible.


The cost of this would normally be met by the Parish Council from the budget for Youth Club maintenance and not by the Youth Club.

 

The signs can be purchased quite cheaply and can be fitted quite easily.

Gulliford Burial Ground
Thank you for passing on the reports/schedules of works from Stratton Holborow dated May 2008 and February 2010 both of which I have/will returned to you having scanned and copied them to my own records. 

The reports deal with both the condition of the perimeter walls and of the individual tomb structures. In February this year I was asked to look at and comment only on the condition of the perimeter wall. My comments in this letter therefore do not take any account of comments in the previous reports relating to the tomb structures. 

Having read both documents it is clear that the 2010 report is a reflection of the 2008 report with little or no repair work having been carried out in the interim period. It is also clear from my own relatively brief inspection of the site in February this year that little or no repair work has been undertaken since the 2010 report was prepared. The only work which has been undertaken on the site in recent years appears to have been the removal of some of the trees and of ivy/bramble growth from the perimeter walls – much, if not all, of which I understand has been undertaken by volunteer working parties this year. 

The clearance works have been beneficial in removing physical damage to the walls and allowing better access for inspection and undertaking repairs. However it is to be remembered that the removal of large trees/shrubs and their roots can result in other long term detrimental effects. The removal of roots can result in the formation of voids in the ground, leading to subsidence, and ground heave may occur due to increased ground water (trees remove large amounts of ground water through transpiration). 
The section of wall on the west side of the site (section 11 on the location plan attached to the 2010 report) is noted in clause 12.02 of the 2008 report as ‘… outward distortion and lean on the wall from approx vertical on the corner to 250mm …’. I understand this to mean that the wall is leaning outwards by about 250mm at the top. Whilst I did not measure the lean when I visited site in February my estimation is that the lean has become slightly greater over the last eight years. It is my recommendation therefore that some sort of stabilisation or rebuilding is considered with some urgency and that consideration should be given to providing temporary barriers to protect occupants of the adjoining land should the wall collapse.

Both reports itemise and list individual items of repair which were deemed necessary at the time of the initial survey some eight years ago and as no repairs have been carried out all of the items are still outstanding. Although further deterioration has taken place the schedule of works dated February 2010 would still be a good document to use to obtain prices for the repair works. The document only schedules repairs to the top and inner face of the walls but in my opinion a similar amount of repair is required to the outside face of the wall and allowance should be included for this when considering budgets.

A copy of the 2010 schedule of works fully priced by a contractor, taking into account the current condition and making allowance for repairs to the outside face, would be a very useful tool in determining the overall cost of works for fundraising purposes and for the prioritisation of repairs as and when funds become available. Also for establishing cost liability if it is discovered that there is split liability between the site owner and neighbouring land owners.

In conclusion my recommendations are as follows:-

1. Movement of the west wall appears to be continuing and repair/support works should be treated as a high priority item of work. Consideration should be given to providing temporary barriers to protect occupants of the adjoining land should the wall collapse.

2. Meet with the EDDC Conservation Officer to agree the repair/support works to the west wall. If buttresses are the approved option these will need to be designed by a competent engineer and relevant approvals obtained from the adjoining land owner.

3. Either by competitive tender or by negotiation use the 2010 schedule of works to obtain an overall budget for the works from a competent contractor who is prepared to undertake the work. 

4. Ensure that items in the 2010 schedule of works are individually priced so that works can be prioritised as and when funding is available.
