Item 6 Neighbourhood Planning update. 

1.  Proposed response to EDDC regarding Draft East Devon Local Plan – 2012

Exmouth – Urban Inset Map.

a) Lympstone Parish Council (LPC) endorses the map and in particular welcomes the extension of the Coastal Preservation Area as shown.

b) LPC has already endorsed the development of Goodmore’s Farm (as shown), however we would remind EDDC that a proportion of the proposed development is within the curtilage of Lympstone Parish and this should be used exclusively for housing.  

LPC is aware that the Brixington Community desire a “Community Centre” to be incorporated within the development and we would support this wish including a few small local shops – if so desired.

LPC would however be averse to any substantial retail development on this land.  The map shows “5Ha Employment Land” – we believe that this must be allocated to small business units for the benefit and employment of the local community.  

LPC does not support this land being used for a relocation of the Hospital, Claremont Surgery, Police Station or Postal Sorting Office.
2. Review of Village Boundaries (Letter dated 17th May from EDDC)
Lympstone Parish Council Response.
a) Lympstone Parish Council (LPC) would like to be involved in the Local Plan process and to this end is currently working with the community on a neighbourhood plan.

b) The assignment of 40 new houses to Lympstone has already been accepted as realistic and achievable.   
c) The deadline of 29th June as proposed in your letter of 17th May is too tight and we understand that that this has been extended – we would appreciate confirmation of this.

d) LPC has put together a consultation process which involves local landowners.  The outcome will be an agreed list of achievable development sites that will more than meet the requirements set by EDDC.  This process is expected to be completed by 1st September 2012 allowing LPC to sign off the recommendations at its meeting of 3rd September and thence advise EDDC immediately thereafter. 

e) We trust that this timetable is acceptable .
